Randy Baunton, '53 played percussion in Ballard’s Orchestra, Concert
Band, and Marching Band, all under instrumental music director Norm Jensen.
He also formed his own dance band. At age sixteen, he joined the Seattle Sym-
phony Orchestra and at age eighteen toured with Arthur Fiedler’s Pops Orches-
tra. After the army and a short time with the New Orleans Symphony, Randy
returned to the Seattle Symphony as its principal percussionist. He played with
the Symphony a total of fifty years. “It’s been a wonderful career and the pro-
fessional part of it started while I was a student at Ballard High.”

Thomas Goleeke, '54layed violin in the orchestra, sang in the choir, and
performed many vocal solos at the school and in the community. Like his two
brothers, he attended the University of Washington, finishing his BA and MA
degrees in music before going in the army. After the army, he did his doctorate
at Stanford. His teaching and performing careers started in 1964 and lasted for
thirty-nine years, thirty-three of those years at the University of Puget Sound.
He continued to teach part-time for five more years. His performances in-
cluded twenty-one seasons at the Carmel (CA) Bach Festival.

Bob Flick, 56 was in several vocal ensembles at Ballard. Early in his time at
the University of Washington, he joined with several other fraternity brothers
to form a quartet that became known as The Brothers Four. From Seattle, they
went to San Francisco, to New York and then to all the places in between.
They have performed around the world and for four presidents at the White
House. The year 2008 marks the group’s 50t anniversary. Bob is recognized as
one of Ballard’s outstanding alums and is included in the Wall of Recognition in
the school’s main lobby.

Jan Skugstad, '5¢ame to Ballard from Norway and taught himself to play
the drums by listening to the records of the two great drummers Gene Kruppa
and Buddy Rich. He had his own band at Ballard. He played for country star
Ernest Tubb who was on tour in Seattle, leading to a job with the Grand OI
Opry in Nashville. His playing has taken him to many places playing for many
of the great stars, including Wayne Newton, Bobby Goldsboro, and Vickie
Lawrence, just to name a few. He opened his own recording studio and later
expanded it to include video.

Donald Funes, '57played flute and saxophone in Ballard’s orchestra and
band. After graduation, he attended Western Washington University for his BA
and MA degrees, later earning his DMA at the University of Oregon. He
taught electronic music at Pottsdam, NY, moving to Northern Illinois Univer-
sity as Director of the School of Music. In 1990, he moved to California State
University at San Marcos as Head of the new department of Visual and Per-
forming Arts. Don was also very interested in Andean and east Indian music,
studying the Indian flute and Andean panpipes.

The Class of 1957
wanted to use funds raised during their fiftieth reunion to honor two of their
classmates. The BHS Foundation is expanding this idea to create a special wall.
This year we are recognizing alumni in the decades of the forties and fifties.

The first Music Wall inductees will be honored tonight.

Elna Solberg Haynes, ’45layed French horn in Ballard’s orchestra and
thanks to her teacher, T. Stewart Smith, was chosen to play in the Seattle Sym-
phony, a job that lasted thiry-six years. She also played in the orchestras of Se-
attle Opera and the Pacific Northwest Ballet. She was a charter member of the
Seattle Philharmonic Society, conducted by Ballard graduate Don Bushell. Elna
also attended the University of Washington, meeting her future husband in the
horn section of the U’s orchestra. Elna says, “I thank T. Stewart Smith for get-
ting me into the Seattle Symphony.”

William Goleeke, '46sang in the choir and performed often at Ballard as a
soloist. After graduation, he attended the University of Washington, where he
performed frequently in the opera productions there. He was also a lead singer
with the summer program of “Music Under the Stars,” and appeared often at
Green Lake’s Aqua Theatre. He moved to New York, eventually going into
performing and music teaching on Long Island. While teaching in Hicksville,
one of his students was a young Billy Joel. He also taught in Huntington. He
retired after thirty years. When he stopped performing as a soloist, he enjoyed
singing in the chorus of the Berkshire Music Festival.

Wallace Goleeke, 'S3ang in the choir with Harriet Charleton and played
many piano solos during his time at Ballard. He attended the University of
Washington in Music Education, and while there formed his own choral group,
the Collegian Choir. He received his BA, MA, and DMA at the University. In
1959, he became the first choral conductor at the new Ingraham high school
and his 1964 choir was the first US high school choir to tour Japan. In 1966, he
moved to the Seattle Community College system and was there for twenty-two
years.

The singers tonight are alumni of the High School Ballard Cho-
rale. We graduated from 1965 to 1982. We come to sing from
Bellingham, Mount Vernon, Whidbey Island, Oregon, California,
and yes, Ballard. We are part of the group that meets yearly for a
Christmas party at Gerda and Bob Bune’s home. We also get
together sometimes for events like this concert. We are pleased
to support Ballard High School and its music program.

The Ballard Chorale had its beginnings in the 1960s, singing folk
songs and playing guitars for fun on choir trips. It became a
class at Ballard in 1966, and continued for nearly 20 years. We
sang British Isles folk music, ballads by Gordon Lightfoot, John
Denver, Woody Guthrie, Bob Dylan, Ian Tyson and many oth-
ers, as well as show tunes, and popular standards. Almost all the
folk songs and ballads were our own arrangements. Eighteen of
them were published by Warner Bros. and Schmitt of Minneapo-
lis. Our style includes accompaniments by guitars, mandolins,
banjos, string bass, accordions, flutes, bongos, spoons. We
brought some of these tonight.

Beginning in 1967, we took our songs on eight trips to Europe -
traveling through a dozen countries and cities such as Bergen ,
Galway, Zermatt and Jerusalem. We sang at The Eisteddfodd in
Llangollen, Wales; on Danish Radio and in Tivoli Garden; in the
New Forest Schools in England; and in Kibbutzim in Israel. In
1972 we began five trips to Alaska, singing our way to Nome,
Homer, Ninilchik, Hoonah, Cordova, Skagway, as well as the lar-
ger cities. Our songs took us to Vancouver Island, Portland,
Disneyland, Chicago and throughout Washington.

We still have a lot of fun singing our songs. We hope you have
fun with us tonight. Bob Bune
